1. Michael Champ (“respondent”) was admitted to the practice of law in the State of
California on December 16, 1980, was a member at all times pertinent to these charges, and is

currently a member of the State Bar of California.

COUNT ONE
Case No. 17-0-05727

Business and Professions Code, section 6068(0)(2)
[Failure to Report Entry of Judgment]

1. Respondent failed to report to the agency charged with attorney discipline, in writing,
within 30 days of the time respondent had knowledge of the imposition of a judgment on or
about October 25, 2007 against respondent in a civil action for fraud, misrepresentation, breach
of fiduciary duty, or gross negligence committed in a professional capacity by failing to report to
the State Bar that judgment from Anthony Shipp v. Michael Wayne Champ; Superior Court of
California, County of Ventura; Case No. SC0473 80, in willful violation of Business and

Professions Code, section 6068(0)(2).

COUNT TWO
Case No. 17-0-05727

Business and Professions Code, section 6068(a)
[Violation of Civil Code of Procedure, section 2025 -510(h) — Payment of Court Reporter’s Fees]

2. From about August 22, 2011 to F ebruary 21, 2012, respondent engaged the court
reporter services of Hutchings Court Reporters, LLC. Respondent failed to pay those fees,
beginning with the first invoice of September 16, 2011 through the first payment due on October
15, 2016 pursﬁant to a settlement agreement of July 2016, in violation of Civil Code of
Procedure, section 2025.510(h), and respondent thereby failed to support the laws of this State in

willful violation of Business and Professions Code section 6068(a).
